In the case that items you own would not be accepted by any of the organizations listed, and if you are a 
resident of Wake County, the county has provided a printable document that covers each convenience 

center, multi-material recycling facility, and household hazardous waste facility in the area for item 
disposal.  

 
The back side of this document will also inform you of what types of items are accepted at each facility and 
what will in turn be recycled, reused, or disposed of. It is an incredible list that ranges from appliances and 

batteries to propane tanks and scrap metal.
